Medical 

Our medical clinic was very successful and had a very 
steady flow of patients for 4 days.  We saw over 600 
patients with a team of 14 people - 2 medical 
providers, nurses, pharmacists, traffic directors, 
registration and triage providers. 
 
The people were so appreciative - and we helped 
many people.  Each person 
on the medical team was 
touched by someone at 
some point during the 
clinic.   

     
You just can’t help it.     It   gets to you!    
Moms, dads, aunts, uncles, sisters, brothers, teachers, working people, 
the unemployed, the disabled, the school Principal, the promising 
students, smiling children, sick faces, toddlers, babies, elderly, English 
speaking, Spanish speaking, Mayan, Dream514 students, preachers, 
church members, etc.  
 
Alongside our medical clinic we also provided an education class for diabetes on Wednesday 
night for the ladies of the Garden City Church, which was much needed and informative.  We did 



diabetic testing for most all of the adults that went through the health clinics, which proved to be 
important for many of them – diabetes is a huge problem in Belize.   
 

Church 
On Sunday we worshiped with the Burrell Boom 
Church in their brand new building!  We thoroughly 
enjoyed our short time with this congregation.  They 
were filled with excitement and overflowing with 
people.  Many of our team members had a role to 
play (whether they knew it or not) and they all did 
an excellent job – teaching, leading songs, visiting, 
holding babies, etc.  We met many of our Dream514 
sponsored children there.  They even performed for 
us with songs they had learned – it was a tear jerker.   
 
On Wednesday, we conducted the ladies class at 

Garden City Church.  It was great to get to meet all the ladies of their church and to make a 
permanent connection with them.   

 
Education 
A new adventure for us was the education side of 
our trip.  Connie and I went to visit many of the 
schools where we have students sponsored 
through Dream514.  We really learned a lot from 
our visits that is helping us form/change our 
policies and procedures for Dream514 
education.  As you can imagine, we learned that 
we have made a few mistakes and should have 
done a few things differently.  So we made new 
decisions and tried to simplify our process to 
make this job easier. 

 
One main barrier we encountered was that 
we accepted too many different applicants 
from different schools – each school having 
different fees, supplies, books, and uniforms.  
As a result of this amazing revelation we 
decided to supply each student with a 
backpack filled with the much needed school 
supplies for the year.  This will include such 
things as pencils, notebooks, crayons, 
folders, etc.   We decided to hold off on 
trying to get the uniform piece of this puzzle 
figured out.

So, instead, we will include some clothing such as socks, underwear, undershirts, etc in the 
backpack that we issue the student for this year.  We hope to be able to figure this part of the 
equation out as we proceed.

It is not as easy as going to Wal-Mart and 
buying it off the shelf.  We are very blessed in this country!
